Learn to salsa with the experts on the huge alfresco dance floor at Palm Grove then show off your moves at 
FIESTA NIGHTS when some of the hottest Latin music, DJs and dance will perform live on the Aquashell stage 
from 6.30pm to 10pm.  
 
Launching FIESTA NIGHTS on Friday 2 October and performing for the first time in Australia is Aterciopelados, 
described by the New York Times as “one of the most important and most likable bands in current Latin rock”. 
 
Venezuela’s musical ambassadors and one of the biggest bands in the Latin music world, Bailatino will 
perform their internationally acclaimed classic salsa at FIESTA NIGHTS on Saturday night and at 3pm on Sunday 
at Tumbalong Park – get set for an unforgettable salsa spectacular courtesy of these nine salsa music maestros!
